The North American Council of MG Registers is pleased to announce that an additional Goodtime 1 
cruise has been booked for Sunday afternoon from 1:00 to 5:00pm (arrive by 12:30pm), as the sunset 
cruise has already sold out. This excursion will depart from the Jackson Street Pier in downtown 
Sandusky and travel to Kelley’s Island. 

 We have reserved the entire boat for MG International 2026 participants, and this afternoon cruise is 
offered at a reduced rate of $32 per person, making it a great opportunity to enjoy a fun day out on the 
water. 

 Kelley’s Island, which is the largest of Ohio's Lake Erie Islands, has popular wineries, historic homes and 
friendly hospitality. Rent a golf cart or bicycle and encounter the world's largest, most spectacular glacial 
scoring, or find Native American petroglyphs carved into a limestone boulder. Downtown is the heart of 
the island where clothing and gift stores, miniature golf, restaurants, and live entertainment bring rhythm 
to the island’s pace.  

Visit the Kelleys Island Wine Co. or Monarch Winery for tastings; Caddy Shack Square is a popular spot 
for mini-golf, ice cream, and dining. Visit the Village Pump for famous Lake Erie perch or stop by Dipper 
Dan's for ice cream. Rent a golf cart from the Kelleys Island General Store for easy transport around the 
island. 

 You’ll have two hours disembark, stretch your legs, grab a bite to eat, enjoy an ice cream, play mini-golf, 
rent a golf cart or bike, explore the downtown area and island before returning to the dock. 

 This is a perfect opportunity to enjoy Kelley’s Island if you are planning to take your MG to South 
Bass/Put-in-Bay on the car ferry later in the week. Less cost and a more relaxing way to see Kelley’s. 

 Once back on “the mainland” Downtown Sandusky is filled with good places to eat, so after the cruise, 
you can enjoy a meal, or head back to Kalahari and enjoy dinner at one of their restaurants.
